     He started his gourd 

art in 1999.  Already an 

award winning pen 

and ink artist, he 

wanted to do something differ ent with his 

Native American art.  On a trip back from North 

Carolina, he and his wife Lyza, stopped to have 

some lunch.  Hanging from the ceiling was a

that moment he thought that his Native

If you are drawing free hand, take your time 

and draw your image directly on the gourd.

Another reason to do one color at a time is acrylic paint dries quickly and you need fresh paint
