The Rule changes are :

NOVICE DIVISION:

The Novice Division was instituted to allow all artists who are developing the basic techniques to com -
pete among their peers with similar skills. The Novice entrant should not have exhibited in more than
four gourd shows, won more than 10 first place awards (blue ribbons) in any gourd show in any two (2)
year period or won a major award in this division. Anyone entering this division must place all their
entries in this division.

MASTER DIVISION:

The Master Division was instituted for those artists who have mastered the basic techniques and are
ready to compete with a wider range of competitors. The Master Division is open to all competitors.
Entrants can have sold or taught for a fee. Those entrants who have won more than 20 first place awards
(blue ribbons) in this division or won a major award in this division must advance to the Grand Master
Division. Anyone entering this division must place all their entries in this division.

GRAND MASTER DIVISION

The Grand Master Division was instituted for the accomplished artist whose art and skills have been rec -
ognized as superior. Anyone entering this division must place all their entries in this division. Anyone in
the Grand Master Division will remain in this division until, or when, a new division is created.

PLEASE NOTE THAT ONCE AN ENTRY IS PLACED IN A CERTAIN DIVISION, ALL REMAINING
ENTRIES MUST BE PLACED IN THAT DIVISION.

IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE ARTIST TO ENTER THEIR PIECES IN THE CORRECT
CATEGORY. Be certain that you have read the specific criteria outlined for the division you enter, and
make your decision accordingly. The competition committee may take some responsibility if asked, or
make recommendations to the entrant. Then, it will be up to the participant to choose.

Small feathers

White glue (i.e. Eimer’s) slightly watered down
2 pieces of thin cording 5 inches each

6 small beads

Clear spray or finish of choice

Circle of fun foam slightly larger than the bottom hole on gourd
Leather dye light brown or color of choice
Paint: turquoise, red, black, kings gold

Paint brushes of choice

DIRECTIONS:

1. Cut top of gourd off at an angle figure 1.

2. Cut bottom off straight figure 1.

3. Glue fun foam circle to bottom of gourd. It should be slightly bigger than the bottom of gourd.
Paint design around the top of gourd, then designs of choice around sides and the bottom. This
will be done with the thinned white glue. Set aside in the sun to dry.

5. Paint face on 2 inch disk, dry and spray with clear acrylic. (Spray before you add feathers.)

6. Glue feathers on back of face in a decorative manner.

7. Tie a knot on one end of each of the 5 inch strands of cording. Add 3 small beads to each. Tie a
knot on the other end of each cord. Put a small amount of glue on the quill of a small feather
and push it up into the beads on the end of cord, so they hang beneath the beads.

8. When the gourd is dry, cover with leather dye (light brown or color of choice). Let it dry.

9. Add decorative dots to gourd as desired, dry and spray with clear acrylic.

10. Place glue on the top edge of gourd where face is to go. Position face as desired.

11. Glue strings with beads behind the head.
